ITINERARY 
Day 1, November 3, Monday, Departure from USA 

Depart from Newark, NJ to Holy Land. 

Day 2, November 4, Tuesday, Arrival to Holy Land  

Upon arrival to Israel, you will be met by our tour guide and transfer to our hotel in Tiberias. 

Day 3, November 5, Wednesday, Mt. Tabor, Nazareth and Cana 

Today, we will drive to Mt. Tabor. Visit Mount Tabor with a spectacular view of upper Galilee, 

where Jesus transfigured in the presence of Peter, James and John, and upon which stands the 

Church of Transfiguration. Continue to Nazareth, visit the Basilica of the Annunciation and 

view the Blessed Cave, where Angel Gabriel appeared to Mary. View Mary and Josephôs 

House and carpentry shop where Jesus spent 30 years of his life.  Visit Cana where Jesus 

performed his first miracle. Dinner and overnight in Tiberias. 

Day 4, November 6, Thursday, Sea of Galilee, Boat Ride, Capernaum, Tabgha 

After breakfast, drive to Capernaum, the town of Jesus which is the center of his ministry where he performed many 

miracles. Visit the House of St. Peter and the ruins of the ancient Synagogue where Jesus preached. Stop at Tabgha, the 

Primacy of St. Peter and visit the Church of the Miracle of the Loaves and Fishes, the site of the multiplication miracle.  Boat ride on the Lake of 

Galilee. Dinner and overnight in Galilee 

Day 5, November 7, Friday, Galilee, Jordan River, Jerusalem- Bethlehem 

After breakfast visit Jordan River where Jesus was baptized. Continue to Bethlehem and visit. Church of Nativity  in 

Bethlehem where Jesus was born. Celebrate Mass here. Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem 

Day 6, November 8, Saturday, Jerusalem 

After breakfast, join a full day tour of Jerusalem. Visit Mount of Olives, walk down the Road of Palm Sunday to the 

Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus endured his Agony. Continue to Kidron Valley  and Mount Zion . Visit chapel of 

the Ascension, from which Jesus returned to his Father. Visit the old city of Jerusalem. Follow the Stations of the Cross 

along the Via Delarosa to the Holy Sepulcher and celebrate Mass here. See the Christian, Armenian Quarters and the 

Wailing Wall. Visit Upper Room where Jesus instituted the Eucharist & the Priesthood. Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem. 

Day 7, November 9, Sunday, Jerusalem, Masada 

Today is at your leisure in Jerusalem or you can join an optional full day tour to the Dead Sea and Masada. Depart Jerusalem 

and descend on the winding road through the Judean Desert to the Dead Sea, the lowest spot on earth, 400 meters below sea 

level. Drive along the shores of the Dead Sea via Qumran, where the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered, to Masada. Here 

the Zealots withstood the Roman forces for 3 years, 70-73 AD. Ascend by cable car to the summit of this mountaintop fortress, and 

visit Herodôs Palaces, the baths, and synagogue. After descending by cable car, enjoy the experience of a "swim" in the Dead Sea. 

Return to the hotel in Jerusalem. Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem. 

Day 8, November 10, Monday, Jerusalem, Rome 

After breakfast and mass, transfer to Ben Gurion International Airport, arriving the same day to Rome. 

Dinner and overnight in Rome. 

Day 9, November 11, Tuesday , Rome Major Basilicas 

After breakfast, we will tour three major Basilicas: St Mary Major , this is one of the oldest shrines dedicated to the 

Blessed Virgin, after she appeared to Pope Liberius in 358 requesting   a church be built in her honor.  This shrine 

contains a relic from the manger where the infant Jesus was laid.  The Basilica of the St John in Lateran, the former 

residence of all the popes prior to their return to Rome in 1377.   Five ecumenical councils were held in this cathedral housing the remains of 4 saints. 

See the Holy Stairs. St Paul Outside the Walls, which houses the remains of St. Paul under the main altar.  Many relics are displayed, along with 

the chains that once bound the apostle while a prisoner in Rome. We will have a panoramic view of Coliseum and Roman Forum. Dinner and 

overnight in Rome 

Day 10, November 12, Wednesday,  Papal Audience 

After breakfast we go to Vatican City and attend the weekly Papal Audience and Blessing given by His Holiness, Benedict XVI. Visit St.Peterôs 

Basilica, built on the site where St. Peter was martyred. Free time in the afternoon. Dinner and overnight in Rome 

Day 11, November 13, Thursday , Christian Rome  

After breakfast we will visit the Magnificent Vatican Museums and Sistine Chapel, where you will raise your eyes to Michelangeloôs ñCreationò 

and ñLast Judgmentò.  We will visit the Gallery of Chandeliers, the Gallery of Tapestries and Maps, Library Hall and more!  Our sightseeing ends 

at the Spanish Steps and Trevi Fountain.  Dinner and overnight in Rome 

Day 12, November 14, Friday Rome-USA 

After breakfast, transfer to airport for your flight to home.
