Sundown on Holy Thursday marks the end of the season 

of Lent. At that wonderful moment, we begin the Paschal 

Triduum, a tongue twister of a phrase that means ñthe three days of 

Passover.ò The Triduum lasts until sundown on Easter Sunday. 

During these holiest days of the year, we celebrate the death, burial 

and resurrection of Christ. 

 Lent is a time to get ready for the Triduum. Before Holy 

Thursday, we try to get the house and yard clean, the Easter food 

and any new clothes bought, and the decorations up so that we can 

keep the Triduum free from distractions. If we have school, a game 

or meeting scheduled for Good Friday, Holy Saturday or Easter 

Sunday, we do everything in our power to reschedule it. We donôt 

want anything to get in the way of our time together. 

 Of course, there are some tasks that need doing even on 

holidays-such as caring for the very young and the very old. But 

no one needs to shop or entertain themselves during the Triduum. 

On Good Friday and Holy Saturday, leave the television and radio 

turned off. 

 Why do these days need our wholehearted attention? 

Over 1500 years ago, a man named Leo puzzled over the 

importance of the Triduum. Leo said that the body of Christ is our 

own body. And who could even think of being absent from their 

own death, burial and resurrection? 

 Imagine that. Without each and every one of us, Easter 

cannot happen!

FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT MARCH 9, 2008 
 

 
As we have seen in the last few issues of our bulletin, three 

important aspects that help make our Lent spiritually rich are 

prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  Almsgiving is often understood as 

an act of kindness or mercy for someone who is in need.  Who is 

that someone?  More often than not, that someone is often our own 

relatives, neighbors and acquaintances whom we encounter during 

the week.   

Many centuries ago, Saint Gregory of Nazianzen preached the 

following sermon, ñBlessed are the merciful, because they shall 

obtain mercy, says the Scripture.  Mercy is not the least of the 

beatitudes.  Again: Blessed is he who is considerate to the needy 

and the poor.  Once more: Generous is the man who is merciful 

and lends.  In another place: All day the just man is merciful and 

lends.  Let us lay hold of the blessing, let us earn the name of being 

considerate, let us be generous.  When we perform an act of 

kindness, we should rejoice and not be sad about it.  If you undo 

the shackles and the thongs, says Isaiah, that is, if you do away 

with miserliness and counting the cost, with hesitation and 

grumbling, what will be the result?  Something great and 

wonderful!  What a marvelous reward there will be: Your light will 

break forth like the dawn, and your healing will rise up quickly.  

Who would not aspire to light and healing.  The Lord of all asks 

for mercy, not sacrifice, and mercy is greater than myriads of 

fattened lambs.  Let us then show him mercy in the persons of the 

poor and those who today are lying on the ground, so that when 

we come to leave this world they may receive us into everlasting 

dwelling places, in Christ our Lord himself, to whom be glory 

forever and ever.  Amen. 

I offer a big welcome to Father Ken Peters, C.P. who will be 

preaching our Lenten mission this year.  I again encourage you all 

to participate since this is an important point within our spiritual 

growth.  Please invite a friend to come with you as well.  A 

mission is always a good opportunity for us to look more closely at 

our lives so as to ask the Lord to transform our hearts.

Everyone is called by the Rite of Baptism to be able to 

attend Mass; for some it may be difficult because of their 

special needs. The Church calls upon people of good will to 

reexamine your attitudes toward your brothers and sisters 

with special needs and promote their well-being. We also 

ask that you have patience and act with the sense of justice 

and the compassion that the Lord so clearly desires. 
Please realize the unique gifts that these individuals have to 

offer the Church. We as a Church wish to address the need 

for their integration into the Christian community and 

their fuller participation in its life.  Donôt forget that in 

serving others we serve the Lord Himself. In doing so, we 

build a community of interdependent people and discover 

the Kingdom of God in our midst.  It is essential that all 

forms of liturgy be completely accessible to persons with 

special needséTo exclude members of the parish from 

these celebrations in the life of the Church, even by 

passive omission, is to deny the reality of that 

community.  From the National Directory of Catechesis, 

ñWe are a single flock under the care of a single shepherd. 

There can be no separate Church for persons with special 

needs.ò 
Prejudice starts with the simple perception of difference.
