THIRTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  NOVEMBER 18, 2007 
 

 

One of the most beautiful memories that I have from my childhood 

is that of mealtime.  I remember vividly how we would eat 

together as a family at 5:30 pm every weekday.  Nobody was 

allowed to watch television or talk on the telephone while we were 

eating.  In fact, like clockwork, my father would take the phone off 

the hook.  Mealtime was not just a time to nourish the body but 

also a time to bond with one another in so many ways.  Our table 

was open to all and my mother would often cook a little extra just 

is case somebody else would show up.  This was often the case!  I 

still look forward to mealtimes with my familyéand with my 

community and parishioners as well. 

In a Christian parenting magazine that I recently read online, it is 

noted that quite often ñwe find ourselves heading in a million 

different directionsò.   For example, work schedules, after-school 

activities, television, computers, and other activities all compete 

for our time. Our homes sometimes feel like hotels with boarders 

waving to each other as they pass in the hallways. 

Experts are finding that making family meals a priority is more 

than worth the effort. Consider a recent survey from the National 

Merit Scholarship Corporation. The NMSC profiled National 

Merit scholars from the past 20 years trying to find out what these 

stellar students had in common. They were surprised to find that, 

without exception, these kids came from families who ate together 

three or more nights a week. 

Most important however, not only can family meals make your 

kids smarter, spending quality time together over dinner can also 

contribute to your children's emotional and spiritual growth. After 

all, it's when you're all together sharing the details of your day that 

real bonding happens. And kids who feel close to their families are 

more likely to take the family's value system to heart. 

Eating together is also quite biblical.  Our Savior Jesus Christ often 

demonstrated the importance of eating together with others.  As we 

see throughout the Gospels, Jesus would often gather together and 

minister to so many needy people within the context of a meal.  

Besides this, there are so many parables that our Lord uses 

revolving around mealtime.  Beyond and above this, our 

celebration of the Eucharist takes place within a sacrificial meal. 

As we move more closely towards Thanksgiving on Thursday, let 

us pray that we will truly appreciate the importance of family and 

being together not only on Thanksgiving but also throughout the 

year.  I take the opportunity to wish you all a Happy Thanksgiving 

with Godôs many blessings for your families and loved ones.  

Please know that you are all in my prayers.
