Holy Week begins today Palm/Passion Sunday. We celebrate the 

Lordôs entry into Jerusalem with a solemn procession, carrying 

blessed palms and singing in imitation of the Israelites who met 

the Lord with shouts of ñHosanna.ò The reading of the passion 

narrative reminds us of all that the Lord suffered for us. 

 

Make this Holy Week a Week of Compassion. Renew efforts to 

pray, fast and give alms. Resolve to stand firm for your faith. Stay 

open and vulnerable. Forgive those who hate and hurt. Cry out for 

clemency. Be compassionate and join the passion of Christ. 

 

Holy Week is the holiest week of the year. Make it meaningful in 

your life. We meditate on the Passion of the Lord and His death on 

the cross to redeem us. Do not let this Lenten Season go by 

without making a good confession to merit the fruits of our Lordôs 

passion and death. 

 

The greatest mysteries of the Redemption are celebrated yearly 

by the Church beginning with the evening Mass of the Lordôs 

Supper on Holy Thursday until Easter Sunday. This time is called 

the ñEaster Triduum.ò Holy Thursday recalls the Last Supper in 

which Christ instituted the Eucharist and the priesthood and 

commanded that we love one another. He gave us his body and 

blood under the species of bread and wine and commanded the 

apostles to continue this offering until the end of time. In the 

washing of the feet, He demonstrated the Christian need to serve 

others. 

ñCould you not wait one hour with me?ò After 

the evening Mass of the Last Supper on Holy 

Thursday, there will be Adoration of the 

Blessed Sacrament until 12:00 noon on Good 

Friday. (The Church will be open all night) 

These hours should be a gathering time for us as 

a parish community. Come and wait one hour with Jesus. 

 

On Good Friday the Church meditates on the 

passion of the Lord. During the Good Friday 

Service we kiss or touch the cross out of 

reverence for this symbol of our salvation. 

Because of Christôs victory on the cross, we too 

shall overcome death and enjoy everlasting life. 

Service of the Passion 3:30 PM. **Branches will present the 

ñLiving Stations of the Cross at 7:00 PM in the Church. Please 

join our young people as they present this very moving and 

inspirational program. Also, remember our youth in your 

prayers as they begin their ñlock in retreatò on March 20-21.
